We are already a month into the 2009-2010 school year.  Routines are set and the 

students have settled into their surroundings for the new school year.  It is our hope 

that each student enjoys coming to Green Springs School everyday.  If your child is 

having any difficulties, either socially or academically, please contact us at the school 

so we can address their unique situation. 

 

The Green Springs School building project continues to move along toward our ñdry 

inò date.  Much of the above grade block work has been completed and many of the 

steel roof trusses have been set on the second story.  Work has also begun on the brick 

veneer of the gym as well as the fourth and fifth grade wing (west) of the building. 

 

All of the students in grades 1-6 are busy working on a large project for our new 

school.  A large ceramic tile mural will be displayed in the main hallway of the new 

building.  Each art student is working to develop and create their very own signed self 

portrait.  These portraits will then be transferred to a 4 inch ceramic tile and will be 

combined to make a large mural of student work. 

 

On October 6th, our third grade students will be taking the Ohio Reading Achievement 

Test.  The test will take two and a half hours and will begin first thing in the school 

day.  Please avoid making any appointments on this day.  It would also be very 

beneficial to go to bed early the night before the test as well as to eat a healthy 

breakfast that morning. 

 

The Clyde-Green Springs schools are hosting a community informational meeting on 

October 12th beginning at 7:30 p.m. at the Clyde High School Auditorium to share 

information about the upcoming levy renewal request on the November 3rd ballot.  The 

district is requesting the renewal of the 5.4 mil levy that was originally passed in 

2005.  This is not a new tax and will not be a tax increase.  It will allow the district 

to continue receiving the funding that we are currently receiving.  We thank you for 

your continued support of Green Springs School and our district! 

 

Green Springs students and staff will be participating in ñPennies by the Poundò which 

is sponsored by the Sandusky County United Way organization.  Homerooms will be 

competing for a Pizza Party by bringing in their spare change.  Containers will be 

provided in each classroom and the change will be collected all week.  On Friday, a 

United Way representative will come and weigh the money.  For every pound of 

change, a classroom will earn one raffle ticket for the Pizza Party.  So, the classroom 

with the amount of money that weighs the most has the most chances of winning, but 

even those that donôt collect as much have a chance at earning the prize.  Please keep 

in mind that all money raised stays in Sandusky County to support United Way 

programs which includes financial support to local programs of Girl Scouts, Boy 

Scouts, 4-H, Camp Fire, school supply boxes for needy students, and much more.  We 

hope all of our students will be participating; giving at an early age encourages 

philanthropy in adulthood.
